IV. District Reports
a) Superintendent Report-Lois Klein: Not in attendance
b) Principal Report-Chris Powell- In the Fall we applied for facilities grant from CDE for $1.5 million for replacing and updating our roof, siding, etc. This allows us to re-direct some bond money.  Our application was accepted but we are waiting to know if we get funded.  It is a matching grant money.  If we do receive the grant money, those renovations have to start within a year. 



End of school year, now June 17th graduation and senior activities on June 14th, if we have more red days we will apply for a waiver and that will be up in the air.
c) Athletic Director-Heidi Thompson-Not in attendance, emailed report: Soccer and basketball have wrapped up with both girls teams making it to round 1 of the CIF playoffs. Boys teams had great seasons!

We are awaiting an official vote from the HDL for our appeal to join them next year. In all likelihood the vote in will be for the following year, and we will be freelance scheduling all of our sports for next year, as members of the Central Section of CIF, but without a league assignment.
