III. Approval of minutes from March 4, 2019: Shanna- moved,  Antonette- Second.; Vote-passed
IV. District Reports
a) Superintendent Report-Lois Klein: 
1. Brooke, Gary, Chris and I met with Terri and Shanna regarding the weight room floor.  We are going to move forward with the project this summer.  Bond money from 1998 needs to be cleared out of funds.  We are going to dedicate it towards the floor.  It is called Mondo flooring.  Low maintenance.  Waiting with public agency bid so can do this summer.  It will cost roughly $65K, using bond money to cover and then what the Booster contributes.
2. Roof will cost $3-500K this summer.  Has been saving for roof modernization.  It is a 30yr old roof.  It will be able to be maintained with the future bond work on MHS.

3. Lights in parking lot: in order to get them to work, they need to be redone and cannot dig until summer.  Part of school modernization. Until that happens, solar lights will be installed on existing non functioning lights.

4. Have recently purchased 2 new Ford extended length Explorers.  They have a Yakama system and third row seats. It has been 12 years since the last purchase.  We also purchase a smaller Ford Escape for staff needs.  We put money into transportation yearly to fund these types of purchases. 
5. Principal and Superintendant Search.  7 great candidates for superintendant.  Interviews were last Saturday.  A sight visit was made, and the board is thrilled with their selection.  Still working on the contract with a special board meeting 4/15 to finalize.  Anticipate her to be sworn in July 1 and announced at the May board meeting. Principal interviews will be May 3 and a parent meeting prior.  Parents, staff, students, classified staff, athletic director will be on the interview panel.

c) Athletic Director-Heidi Thompson-
1. Spring sports all underway.  Softball, baseball and track.

6. Everyone praised Heidi on her job as the Athletic Director and thanked her.

e) Treasurer’s Report- Terri Wolfe- Current Balance $58,782.19 with both weight room reserves and legacy reserves included.

7 total outstanding: 2 have paid 2 
outstanding, 2 not heard and 1 was a mistake.

4. Cash Forecast: Legacy Reserves $12,559; Forecasted additional $5223 plus golf $6223 and an additional guesstimate of $1350= $7575
